In addition, the EACU player with the highest aggregate number of points from
their best two results in the top section of the three 2007-8 EACU Congresses,
namely the Bury Congress in October 2007, the Great Yarmouth Congress in
April 2008 and this Congress, will be the EACU Champion, will win a £50 cash
prize, and if eligible and not already qualified will also qualify for a place in the
2008 British Championship. If the EACU Champion is not eligible or is already
qualified, the qualifying place will be granted to the eligible EACU player not
already qualified who has the next-highest aggregate number of points from

(An EACU player is one who lives in, or has for a consecutive 5 year period
lived in, or is at full time education in, or was born in, or plays for a club in or
affiliated to, Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Norfolk or Suffolk).
